They also list Al Anon
meetings that you and your
husband can attend that
could be helpful for you.
There is a 24/7 helpline
manned by former alcoholics
your brother-in-law can call
for support as well, 414-771-
9119. Alcoholics Anonymous
just celebrated its 80th
anniversary this month.

You could suggest he meet
with an area counselor
trained in addiction therapy
for the length of his stay in
your home. There are many
counseling services in the
area,  or  contact the Huiras
Center, 13111 N. Port
Washington Road, 241-6127. It
has an intensive outpatient
program.
